There is a high Government restriction to pay bills
abroad with CFA . We are forced to pay in EUROS which
we do not have.

As a result of the Pandemie the prices of medicines,
freight charges and custom duties in Cameroon have
very much increased.

Further Plans:

1. Continuation of training in Gambia.

2. Contineous education in the clinic and outreach stati-
ons about the dangers of glaucoma and native medi-
cine for eyes.

3. Intensify the inservice training of the staff in Nkong-
samba and in the outstation clinics.
